2006. The Settlement Agreement requires LVRR to
implement those portions of the Record of Decision (hereinafter, the “ROD”) for the Lehigh
Valley Railroad Derailment Superfund Site provided in the Statement of Work (SOW) and the
Final Work Plan for Remedial Investigation/Feasibility Study, prepared February, 2002 and its
subsequent addendum (Work Plan). The site consists of soil and complex bedrock contamination
of a volatile organic compound that was accidentally and abruptly spilled onto the ground in
1970.

LVRR retained UMC to implement the SOW and Work Plan. As part of the SOW and Work
Plan, UMC is required to perform environmental testing as follows:

e Surface soil sample collection,

e Surface water and/or creek sediment sample collection,

e  Water sample collection of on-site water system wells,

e Indoor Air Quality Sample collection from within dwellings,
e  Groundwater monitoring well installation, and

e Groundwater sample collection and other geophysical testing from existing monitoring
wells, proposed monitoring wells, and drinking wells taken out-of-service.

UMC will utilize the data from these tests, input them into a GIS system and assess the
environmental conditions of the site during the Remedial Investigation phase, and evaluate and
present the most appropriate remedial alternative during the Feasibility Study phase.
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
